Rules & Processes for 2024



Roster Eligibility

» Roster Size — 16 players/4 goalies/EBG

» 7™ and 8™ graders can play BOTH high school and junior high leagues with

no impact to eligibility

» 4" and 5™ graders will remain eligible for junior high league

» Playoff eligibility:

» High School - 7 games minimum (with the same team)

» Junior High — 6 games minimum (with the same team)

Junior High players must be eligible for Junior High playoffs to participate in
High School playoffs

» Use swing players 1o supplement days with low participation

» Junior Ice Players/out of fown — enrolled locally, rostered, must meet game

eligibility



Goalies

» Find a goadlie

If your goalie does not make it, you may use one from a
previous game

Each roster will contain a slot for “Emergency Goalie” and
you will be required to have scorekeeper put their name in
game notes

Any goadlie must have your team'’s jersey on to be eligible
to fill in

Your rostered and declared goalie will have to play in the
playoffs
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Draft Players

No feam fees can be collected from the returning draft players until affer
registration and their school is confirmed as not participating in the upcoming
seqson.

Draft eligible players cannot attend tryouts for participating organizations. If this
occurs, teams may lose their eligibility and/or the player will be deemed
ineligible for that season’s draft.

Reminder — Drafted players remain with your team unless you no longer need
the players or until the school that they attend has a team for the upcoming
season. New team this year is Kirkwood!

There is a separate draft for the high school and junior high leagues. 7™ and 8t
graders MUST enter both drafts if their school does not participate in MOIHA and
they want to play in both leagues.

Hard cutoff for players entering — February 20th

Schools cutting players are not eligible to receive draft players
Players will be placed before breakout fournament

Players not paying $100 non-refundable fee will not be eligible
See rules for placement process



Swing Players

» Eachteam is allowed to swing an unlimited number of players for high
school divisions during the season, but once those players have played in
7 games with the higher team then they are locked on that team. Junior
High teams are allowed an unlimited number of players and are locked
after they have played in 6 games with the higher level team. Players can
only be rostered on a maximum of two teams for both the high school and

junior high leagues.

» Remember when swinging players, rosters cannot exceed 16 players!
