THE LEAD
The San Diego Sockers (3-6), presented by Kaiser Permanente San Diego, wrap up
the 2021 MASL regular season when they take on the Dallas Sidekicks (1-9) from the
Allen Events Center in Allen, Texas. The showcase of the league’s sixth and seventh-
ranked clubs will bring a close to the Major Arena Soccer League regular-season
schedule, with all seven participating teams advancing to the Ron Newman Cup
playoffs. 

Saturday’s showdown pits historically strong franchises against one another;
however, the current iterations could be described as the resistible force meeting
the movable object. The Sockers have lost four in a row for the first time since
coming back to play in 2009 (Sockers-3), and have already clinched the franchise’s
first losing season since 2004, when Sockers-2 folded. The Sidekicks have lost five in a
row, and are 4-28 in their last 32 contests. 

While the standings do neither club any favors, the playoff matchups have already
been determined regardless of Saturday’s result. The Sockers will face Tacoma in a
best-of-three in Ontario, California in the opening round, while the Sidekicks will take
on the second-seeded Ontario Fury. 

Saturday’s primary goal will be to continue to refine the league’s most struggling
offense. The usually high-powered Sockers, slowed by COVID and injury during the
season, are scoring an unfathomable 3.56 goals per game, a total that would have
been frowned upon in previous years for a 30-minute total. Only five Sockers have
multiple goals after nine games, led by Brandon Escoto (10-2=12 points). San Diego’s
defense is allowing just 4.33 goals per game, best in the MASL (Florida second, 4.58). 

Last weekend saw frustration take different shapes, as San Diego lost to Ontario 6-4
and Tacoma 5-4 (OT). Against the Fury, the Sockers dominated possession, flow, and
the shot chart, but surrendered three counter-attack goals in the second quarter
and trailed 4-0 into the fourth. Against the Stars, San Diego defended in a rugged
fashion but mounted an only sporadic attack, nonetheless taking three different
leads before allowing an equalizer in the final two minutes, and a golden goal in
overtime.

Back in the Nick of Time?
The Sockers continue to monitor the progress of team captain Kraig
Chiles and defender Felipe Gonzalez, each of whom are targeting a
playoff return to the field, if not before. Gonzalez will have to settle
for a playoff mindset, as he took a late red card on Sunday for
dissent and will be suspended for the Dallas match. Chiles’ absence
has been apparent on offense, as he has been held to a lone goal
on the season in three matches played. 

Tavoy to the Rescue
Needing help at target forward, San Diego reached out to
Harrisburg, acquiring forward Tavoy Morgan via loan prior to last
weekend’s matches. The move paid immediate dividends, as
Morgan recorded an assist in his Sockers debut, then netted a
brace in the Sunday loss to Tacoma, giving San Diego a 2-0 lead
with his efforts. Morgan is wearing #9 with the Sockers. 

Poor Luck Pardo
Veteran net-minder Boris Pardo is at the top of his game in 2021.
Teaming with William Vanzela to form an all-MASL tandem in net,
Pardo leads the league in save percentage (.753), and goals-against
average (4.01). Florida’s Hugo Silva ranks second in both categories
(.734 and 4.43, respectively); however, Silva has 10 wins on the season
while Pardo has one. 

Back (Line) Support
San Diego welcomed in another pair of outside players prior to the
Ontario-Tacoma matches last week, acquiring defender Ben Ramin
via a loan from Utica City FC, and signing free-agent defender
Nelson Santana. Both started each of the Sockers games in Ontario,
and each recorded a blocked shot.

Farber Back in the Fold
One of the Sockers’ most reliable veterans since his arrival in 2010,
Brian Farber looked like a shell of himself at the start of the season.
He shared publicly this week that he contracted COVID during San
Diego’s first road trip of the season, and has only started to return to
a semblance of full health. Farber scored his first goal of the season
Sunday against Tacoma.

#0 - William VANZELA - GK
Entering his eighth season as a Blast player, Vanzela has
become one of the best shot-stoppers in the MASL. The native of
Cascavel, Brazil, Vanzela is a two-time All MASL 2nd team
selection, as well as being awarded the 2015 MASL Goalkeeper of
the Year and the 2017 MASL Championship MVP.  This past
season, Vanzela has reached 125 career regular-season
appearances for the Blast and is three wins away from
becoming the third Blast goalkeeper to reach 100 career regular
season wins. Most recently, Vanzela led the MASL in save
percentage, stopping 75.3% of the shots he faced. His 4.09 Goals
Against Average and 15 wins ranked third and fifth in the league
respectively, earning him an All-MASL Third Team selection.S

#2 - Taylor Walter BOND - F
Taylor Walter Bond enters his third season with the San Diego
Sockers, bringing hustle, intensity, and physicality to the forward
position. In his first season with San Diego Bond’s best campaign
came with the Chicago Mustangs in 2016-17, scoring 40 goals (40-
14=54 points) in 20 games played. Taylor won three titles with the
Chicago Fire PDL team, and has logged time abroad starring
with Sandviken in Sweden. Bond is a St. Charles North alum with
all-conference and all-sectional selections, and scored nearly 50
goals in his career. Walter is the last name of Bond’s stepfather,
Stephen Walter, who raised Bond.

#4 Christian GUITIERREZ - M
Tijuana native Christian Gutierrez feels right at home playing for
the Sockers, and looks to make an even bigger impact on the
scoresheet in his third campaign with the club. He was a free-
agent acquisition in 2018. Selected for Team Mexico in the 2019
WMF World Cup in Perth, Australia, Gutierrez scored a goal in the
Grand Final, helping Mexico to a 4-0 win over Brazil and the WMF
World Cup.

#5 Guerrero PINO - D
Defender Guerrero Pino has established himself as a leader as
well as a physical force among MASL defenders in his third
season with the club.  Pino’s college career at the University of
Missouri Kansas City (UMKC) saw him play central defender,
earning team MVP awards in his freshman and sophomore
seasons. A Parral, Mexico native, Pino was named the captain of
Team Mexico prior to the 2019 WMF World Cup in Perth, Australia.
He led Mexico to a perfect 7-0 record in the October 2019
competition, winning the WMF World Cup for the first time.

#6 Felipe GONZALEZ - M
Veteran midfielder Felipe Gonzalez hopes to make a big impact
for the Sockers in 2021 after missing the entire 2019-20 campaign
while recovering from knee surgery. Gonzalez joined the Sockers
in 2016, and has appeared in 49 games over three seasons,
before being felled by an ACL tear on February 17, 2019 in
Tacoma. Felipe is the twin brother of former Sockers player Juan
Gonzalez. The twins are San Jose natives and make their
offseason home in Northern California.

#7 Brian FARBER - F
Indoor soccer veteran Brian Farber begins his 11th season with
the San Diego Sockers, continuing a late-career resurgence. He
was the PASL MVP in 2008-09 with the Stockton Cougars. Farber
has won three championships in San Diego (2010-11, 11-12, 12-13).
Brian was a starting midfielder for Team USA at the 2019 WMF
World Cup in Perth, Australia. Farber is the head of the global
soccer line for SKLZ, a leading worldwide manufacturer of sports
performance and skill training products.

#8 Ze Roberto - D
Continuing a pro indoor soccer career which has spanned the
last two decades, Ze Roberto brings incomparable experience
and wisdom to the Sockers back line, where he has been a
stalwart for the past eleven years. Ze first took the field in pro
indoor soccer in 2000-01 for the Harrisburg Heat, and has played
in the NPSL, MISL, PASL and MASL during his career. Ze coaches
with SDFA in the offseason and is married to his wife, Heather,
with five children: Gabriel, Thais, Tiago, Tatiana, and Zico.

#9 Tavoy Morgan - F
Tavoy is on loan to the Sockers from the Harrisburg Heat. He is
from Spanish Town, Jamaica, and is in his second MASL season.
Tavoy had 23 goals and adding 10 assists, while earning MASL
All-Rookie Team last year. Morgan has played in the NPSL for the
Elm City Express. He previously played for Newtown Pride FC .

#11 Leonardo De OLIVERIA - F
One of the best “target” forwards worldwide in the sport of
indoor soccer, Brazilian Leonardo de Oliveira looks to take the
next step forward in his third campaign with the Sockers.
Acquired prior to the start of the 2018-19 season in a blockbuster
trade with the Ontario Fury. Selected as a starter for Team Brazil
at the 2019 WMF World Cup in Perth, Australia, de Oliveira helped
power Brazil to the Grand Final, bowing only to the eventual
champions from Mexico. Born in Rio de Janeiro, Leo still makes
his home in Brazil in the offseason. 

#16 - Eduardo "Eddie" VELEZ - F
A mainstay of the Sockers’ backline throughout the 2010s, he has
In 13 pro seasons between the MISL, PASL and MASL, A former co-
owner and director of operations for Revolucion Tijuana, Velez
was the PASL points leader in 2010-11. A Tijuana native, the 38-
year-old lives in Chula Vista with his wife Griselda, their two
daughters, Islah and Marina, and son Eduardo “Lalito”.

#17 Raymundo REZA - M
Raymundo Reza begins his ninth season in the Sockers’ midfield,
having transitioned into a valuable role as a veteran leader and
depth player. A college star at San Diego State University, Reza
started the final 55 games of his career with the Aztecs, scoring
20 goals and earning first-team All Pac-10 and second-team
NSCAA All-Far West Region honors. After his senior year at SDSU,
Reza was selected by the MLS Portland Timbers in the second
round of the 2011 supplemental draft. A Denver, Colorado native,
Reza, 30, is a competitive youth coach with Cardiff Mustangs
and lives in San Diego.

#18 Travis PITTMAN - D
Signed prior to the 2018-19 season, Travis Pittman quickly
revealed himself as a valuable addition to the Sockers on and
off the field. Travis was also selected to play for Team USA in the
WMF World Cup. Pittman’s outdoor resume includes being a
four-year starter at West Virginia University, United Soccer
League’s Richmond Kickers in 2016, and FC Wichita of the
National Premier Soccer League in 2017. As a youth player, he
competed with the United States Youth National Teams at the U-
14, U-16, and U-18 levels. Pittman hails from Manassas, Virginia.

#19 Brandon ESCOTO - M
A breakout campaign in 2018-19 cemented Brandon Escoto as
one of the elite young talents in the MASL and the world. The 26-
year-old Tijuana native begins his fourth season in San Diego.
Selected to represent Team Mexico in the 2019 WMF World Cup in
Perth, Australia, Escoto was an every-game starter as Mexico
went a perfect 7-0 and claimed the World Cup, battling through
an ankle injury late in the knockout stage. Escoto still makes his
home in Tijuana with his wife Maritza and son Lionel.

#20 Ben RAMIN - D
Ramin, who is on loan from Utica City, is a key defensive asset
for the Sockers to add. He finished the 2018-19 season second on
the team in blocked shots (21). Offensively, he tallied 10 goals and
four assists in 23 games. The 2019-20 MASL season will be the 6’2’’,
175-pound defender’s fourth MASL season. He played college
soccer at the University of New Hampshire.
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#26 Emmanuel AGUIRRE - D
One of the top young defenders in the MASL, Emmanuel Aguirre
was acquired as a free agent in 2019, agreeing to a five-year
deal to play in San Diego. Just 26 years old at the season’s
start, Aguirre was born and raised in Guadalajara, Jalisco,
Mexico, and developed his soccer skills in the Liga MX academy
of Club Atlas F.C., for whom he played from age 12 to 19. Aguirre
moved to Club Toluca F.C., where he rose from second division
to make his Liga MX first division debut on July 19, 2016 in COPA
MX play against Club Tijuana. Emmanuel is the third of six
children in his family, with a brother and four sisters. 

#27 Boris PARDO - G
Boris Pardo more than took advantage of his first season as the
Sockers’ full-time starter in net, earning MASL Goalkeeper of the
Year honors in 2018-19. Boris was selected to be the starting
goalkeeper for Team USA in the 2019 WMF World Cup in Perth,
Australia.. The 35-year-old New Jersey native starred in net for
Seton Hall University, setting the school record for shutouts.

#29 Cesar CERDA - D
At the age of 26, Cesar Cerda has already established himself
as one of the very best defenders in the MASL. He is entering his
fourth season in San Diego. Selected for Team Mexico in the
2019 WMF World Cup in Perth, Australia, Cerda helped power
the tournament’s top defense as Mexico went 7-0 to capture
the World Cup. The Saltillo native burst onto the MASL scene at
age 19 in 2013-14 with Rio Seco football club. 

#31 Mitchell CARDENAS - D 
A newcomer to the Sockers, Cardenas signed a three-
year MASL contract in the offseason to help build up the
club’s defensive corps. Cardenas, 30, played in Texas
the past two MASL seasons, competing for the Mesquite
Outlaws in 2019-20, and the Rio Grande Valley
Barracudas in 2018-19. Cardenas has netted 16 goals and
16 assists (16-16=32 points) in 43 career MASL matches.
Mitchell joining the Sockers extends a family tradition;
his father Alejandro played for Sockers II from 2001-2003.

#33 Gordy GURSON  - M
A longtime nemesis on the floor, top-scoring midfielder Gordy
Gurson joins the Sockers in 2021 on a new three-year contract. A
native of Buffalo Grove, Illinois, Gurson wasted little time in
becoming one of the premier indoor players in the game. He
was named Rookie of the Year in 2014-2015, his first season in
the MASL, when he scored 46 goals and added 18 assists for the
Tacoma Stars and St. Louis Ambush. He also earned All MASL
second-team honors. in his 118-game MASL career so far,
Gurson has 174 goals and 88 assists. In 2015, he was a member
of the U. S. team which won the World Minifootball
FederationWorld Cup, and played for Team USA in the WMF
World Cup in 2017 and 2019.

#37 Kraig CHILES - F - Captain
One of the most dominant scorers in this era of indoor soccer,
Kraig Chiles enters the 2021 season as the Sockers’ all-time
leading goal scorer. In 2016-17, he surpassed Sockers legend
Branko Segota (298) as the all-time goal-scoring leader. In 2012-
13 Chiles set new PASL records for goals (56) and points (72).
Kraig was a starting forward for the U.S. Futsal National Team
and is a star forward for the US National Indoor Team, which
competed in the 2019 WMF World Cup in Perth, Australia. A San
Diego native, the Poway High, and San Diego State University
graduate started 59 straight games at SDSU and tallied 22
goals in three seasons from 2006-2008. He was drafted out of
college by Chivas USA of MLS, playing one season with Chivas.
Kraig, 35, and his wife Stacy have twin boys Brady & Austin and
daughter Peyton. Kraig is the Director of Coaching for the
Cardiff Mustangs, located in Cardiff by the Sea.

#51 Erick TOVAR - M
Erick Tovar is raring to return to the field as an impact player for
the Sockers in 2021 after missing the season with a torn ACL in his
knee. He joined the Sockers starting in 2015-16. Tovar began his
career with the Monterrey Flash, helping to lead them to the 2015
Ron Newman Cup MASL championship. Tovar played for the
Tigres UANL U-20 side in 2009, as well as Tigres second division
De Mexico in 2008. Erick, 29, is married to Ivonne, and they
together have a son, Andre.

#63 Hiram “Pollo” RUIZ - M
The talented midfielder is poised for a big season in his fourth
year with the Sockers. As a starting midfielder in the 2019 WMF
World Cup, held in Perth, Australia, Ruiz helped lead Team
Mexico to a World Cup championship in October 2019. Ruiz
played in the League of Ascent MX with Black Lions of the
University of Guadalajara, with which he won the championship
in 2014. He participated in the MX Cup and played with the
Second Division Deportivo Los Altos and Colos de Colima Sports
Club.

#69 Luis "Peewee" ORTEGA - D
A defender who is just as dangerous in the attack, Luis “Peewee”
Ortega looks to frustrate opponents on both ends of the field in
2021. Ortega was selected to play for Team Mexico in the WMF
World Cup, and helped lead the club to a perfect 7-0 record and
a World Cup title, scoring four goals in the tournament. He has
played In eight PASL/MASL seasons with Chicago, Rockford, and
San Diego, The 28-year-old defender is a Chicago, Illinois native.

#77 Marcio LEITE - F 
Marcio Leite comes to the Sockers from the Milwaukee Wave,
where he played since 2006 and was team captain. Leite, 36, is a
three-time champion with the Milwaukee Wave, winning MISL
titles in 2011 and 2012, and the MASL Ron Newman Cup in 2019.
Leite has garnered multiple honors during his career, starting
with being named to the All-MISL Rookie Team in 2006, Second
Team All-MISL in 2006-07, Team MVP in 2007-08, and Second
Team All-MISL in 2011-12, a year in which he finished third in
league MVP voting. Marcio has earned all-MASL Honorable
Mention honors in 2014-15, Second Team All-MASL in 2016-17, and
First Team All-MISL in 2019-20. Leite’s playing career began in his
native Brazil as a professional futsal player, where he earned
Rookie, All-State and U-20 League MVP honors in Sergipe.
Signing with Brazil’s top pro futsal side in 2005 (Malwee/Jaragua
do Sol), helped lift three Cups, winning National championships
in 2005 and 2006, and the Libertadores Cup in 2006.

#78 Nelson SANTANA - D 
Making his professional debut in the MISL in 2006 with the
Stockton Cougars, Santana played five years in the California
port city, both in the MISL and PASL, winning the PASL
championship in 2007-08. He moved on to Syracuse in 2011,
playing four seasons for the Silver Knights, before spending the
2015-16 campaign with the Ontario Fury. Moving to Baltimore,
Santana was part of back-to-back MASL championship clubs in
2016-17 and 2017-18. He played the past two seasons in Harrisburg
with the Heat, where he was co-captain. Over his 288-game
professional career in the MISL, PASL and MASL, Santana has
totaled 124 goals and 152 assists, with 240 blocked shots. In 2019-
20 with the Heat, Santana had five goals, five assists and 13
blocks in 18 games played. 

#97 Gerardo JURADO - M
The Sockers acquired midfielder Gerardo Jurado from the
Turlock Cal Express before the Major Arena Soccer League trade
deadline on February 20, 2020. Jurado is a second-year player,
He previously played outdoors in the Mexican Second Division
with Xoloitzcuintles and for the Tigres Under-20 team.

#99 Slavisa UBIPARIPOVIC - F
Acquired in an October 2019 trade with Utica City FC, veteran all-
MASL midfielder Slavisa Ubiparipovic brings his talents to the
West Coast with hopes of adding a championship to his already
illustrious resume. The MISL Rookie of the Year with Syracuse in
2011-12, Ubiparipovic enters his 10th season of pro arena soccer.
Slavisa played eight seasons with Syracuse and Utica, and in
2018-19 was named to the all-MASL Third Team with a career-
high 40-point season (19-21=40 points) in 19 games played. The
5’11” midfielder/forward was born in Bosnia and moved to the
United States in 1999, earning Ohio Player of the Year honors his
senior year in high school in Mentor, Ohio. Ubiparipovic went on
to play college soccer at Xavier University and Cleveland State
University, earning first-team honors in both locations.
