In just its second ever season
of play, Major Arena Soccer
League Women has
mushroomed to 24 teams,
including 18 teams returning
from the league's inaugural
season, and six new clubs,
representing teams in Canada,
the United States and Mexico. It
is only the second time ever in
the MASL pyramid of that all
three countries in North
America have been
represented under the MASL
banner.

Two of the teams in the Great Lakes North - Detroit City FC, and the
Youngstown Nighthawks were members last year.

Nipping at their heels all season
were the Louisville Triumph, Columbus Eagles, and Akron based Susserfuss
Ballveiren, who all return.
