Committee Chair - Coaching
Job Description

Mandate

The Committee Chair - Coaching responsible for recommending policies and programs that will support the development of wrestling Coaches in Ontario.  The Vice-President Coaching will be guided by the OAWA Strategic Plan and will receive staff support from the Provincial Director, Program Coordinator, and volunteer coaching staffs.

The Committee Chair - Coaching will guide and provide vision for the Association’s plans to develop wrestling and provide input and feedback on the programs and activities provided for various age group program athletes by the OAWA.

Areas of focus for the Committee Chair - Coaching will include:

· Oversee Coaching programs such as NCCP at all levels.

· Investigate and pursue the development of other Coaching Education resources (on-line modules for example).

· Participate in discussions with Wrestling Canada on NCCP and other Coaching Development tools.

· Contribute to planning for grants applications for Coaching Development - for example, the Quest for Gold PSO-Other program through the Coaches' Association of Ontario and other possible grant opportunities through that and other bodies.
· Ensure integration of Coaching Development programs with the LTAD.

· Determine the needs in Coaching Development.  
· Contribute to and participate in the development of the OAWA Coaching Development Plan.

· Include development of (more) women coaches as a high priority.
· Regional Development & Growth.
· Recruitment and Training of New Leaders (Coaches, Officials, others)
Reporting

The Committee Chair - Coaching is a member of and reports to the OAWA Vice-President Technical and the OAWA the Board of Directors.

Meetings

The Committee Chair - Coaching will convene a Coaching Development Committee meeting at least once per year.  Such meeting to provide guidance for programs like the NCCP and others as needed. 
The budget for the meetings will be under the financial control of the Provincial Director.  The Provincial Director and Committee Chair - Coaching will work together to plan for these meetings, including setting the agenda, and other details with respect to the meeting(s). 

Minutes of the meetings will be taken and distributed to the Executive Committee and Board of Directors once approved by the Committee Chair – Coaching.

Committee Status

The Coaching Committee is a Standing Committee of the OAWA.  
Procedural Note:  If the new OAWA by-Laws are passed, this position becomes the Committee Chair.  If the new by-Laws are not passed, this position will be re-elected under the old Constitution and by-Laws as the Vice-President, Coaching a member of the Executive Committee and Board of Directors.
