Coaching accreditation at the National Championships was a challenge this year. WCL staff enforced coaching standards that have been in place for at least the past 10 years. Having minimum coaching standards at National Championships is not the issue, the methods that were utilized by WCL staff to deal with coaches that did not meet these standards was not acceptable. The WCL is not entirely to blame, some of the issues that arose were the result of coaches that did not expect WCL staff to follow through with enforcing these minimum coaching standards for coaching accreditation. Unfortunately, coaches that did not meet these standards in the past received coaching accreditation at past National Championships and expected the same this year. 
The Ontario High Performance (OHP) program requires some reenergizing. Ontario historically dominates at the National level but the other provinces are catching up.

The Ontario Development Program (ODP) morphed into the OHP in 2013. The ODP was established after the 2005 Canada Summer Games to create a 4 year macrocycle for Canada Summer Games athlete development. The result of the ODP was consistent top finishes by Ontario at the Cadet/Juvenile National Championships and subsequent Canada Summer Games. This success must be re-established. The success of the ODP could be attributed to the energetic coaches that managed the programming for the athletes and the support of the clubs the athletes trained with. WE need to work toward this as an organization. We should help each other get better. We should strive to create opportunities for our athletes to train together. The OHP should facilitate this.
